Mix franking with a stamp of this issue, a 5C stamp of National Hero’s issue and a 10C regular stamp for proper 27C triple registry rate.
Scarce Usage: Proper use of this issue as payment of 12C registry fee. Properly censored at Manila as foreign mail matters
