Printed in plates of 100 subjects, set up in four Post Office panes of 25 stamps (5x5). Each
pane has two plate numbers on two stamps on the bottom left (positions 21 and 22). Two
plate numbers: 129939 (blue) / F129938 (black) and F129939 (blue) / F129938 (black).
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On two of the frame plate positions a blue ink C appears in the left corner selvedge and a
black ink C in the bottom selvedge. These indicate that each printing plate was Hard

Chromed.
