“Censored / Military Police”, with space on left for personal seal of censor (seal of
Miyajima used on this cover).

“Postage Due 6 Cvos” handstamp to meet the collection of double penalty for short-paid
covers posted in provincial post offices outside Manila for delivery within Manila. Two 3¢
Postage Due stamps affixed on top left corner tied with 23 December 1942 Manila Circular

Date Stamp. “Postage Due Subsequently Paid” handstamp applied to confirm payment
received.
